e be a current Fellow or Associate member of the Institute and Faculty of Actuaries.

e be able to attend all meetings by conference call. The format and agenda for each meeting will be
set by the IFoA and issued in advance of the call

e be able to devote time equivalent to two working days per month, including following up on actions
to meet event schedule deadlines

¢ join Committee meetings with ideas for current trending topics, relevant technical content and meet
deadlines in between meetings

e help source and suggest plenary speakers

e act as ambassadors for the conference and promote to the wider actuarial, non-actuarial and
financial community

e be able to attend the conference and be willing to take their turn to act as the Chair of a
workshop/plenary at the conference. Please note, unfortunately the IFOA will be unable to
reimburse any travel expenses, or accommodation expenses, incurred by the volunteer for this
conference.

experience for our IFOA members and is attractive to non-members

e ensure there are no obvious overlaps within workshop streams

e Chair the conference in Kuala Lumpur.
